SMALL WIND

Small wind turbines deliver a fast 
return on investment by producing 
very high power at modest wind 
speeds.

SOLAR PHOTOVOLTAICS (PV)

With its low maintenance and long 
service life PV is a highly popular 
solution for generating low carbon 
power in the built environment.

MICRO-HYDRO

The electricity produced through 
micro-hydro systems is virtually 
zero carbon. It differs from large 
hydro-power systems since the 
 ̄ows of water required are much 
smaller and can be installed in 
water mills, weirs or hilly areas 
with spring-fed streams.

COMBINED HEAT AND 
POWER (CHP)

CHP is the co-generation of heat 
and electricity where the `spare' 
heat produced is used for hot 
water or building heating, making 
savings on energy use and costs.
